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Nazareth Market
Nazareth’s market (“souq” in Arabic) is spread throughout the Old City streets and gives 
tourists a glimpse of a real Middle Eastern market in action. At the northern entrance 
of the market under the arch of the Fahoum family mansion are two bakeries o�ering 
di�erent varieties of baked goods and delicious, cheap pita pizzas. Around the corner 
from the White Mosque, Abu Ashraf, owner of "Diwan El Saria", sells mouth-watering 
Ramadan pancakes with cheese, walnuts and special syrup. The vegetable market 
boasts unbeatable prices on all types of seasonal produce (some of which will certainly 
be new to foreigners), while other sections provide household needs from co�ee sets 
to clothes and music.

Basilica of the Annunciation '04-656-0001, 
Basilica: 8am-6pm, Grotto: 5:45am-9pm for prayer
The largest church in the Middle East and traditional site 
of Mary receiving the message that she would give birth to 
Jesus. The church is decorated with multi-cultural portrayals 
of Mary and Jesus. 

Saint Gabriel’s Orthodox Church
Mon-Sat 8am-5pm, Sun 12-2pm
The Orthodox traditional place of the Annunciation, full of 
rich iconography.

Synagogue Church Mon-Sat 9am-12pm, 2-5pm
The traditional site of the synagogue where Jesus read from 
the Torah scroll.

Mary’s Well
Site of the historic well and city center, today offering many 
fine restaurants. 

White Mosque
A traditional Ottoman mosque from the early 19th century 
with a tall, thin minaret in the heart of the Old City market.

An open-air recreation of first-century Nazareth, featuring a 
working olive press and tour guides in traditional costumes.

International Mary Centre '04-646-1266
An interactive exhibition about the role of Mary in the 
Christian story.

Ancient Nazarenes built this network of underground caves, 
which were later discovered and re-sealed.

Salesian Church Viewpoint
Follow the Jesus Trail up through the Old City for a great 
view of Nazareth from the Salesian Church and school. 

Mount Precipice
The traditional site of the hill where the people of Nazareth 
tried to throw Jesus off a cliff. A pleasant viewpoint of the 
Jezreel Valley and Mount Tabor, 30 minutes walking from 
the Basilica. 

Jesus Trail
Nazareth is the starting point for this marked 60-km hiking 
trail which stretches to Capernaum, connecting sites from 
the life of Jesus. Most people complete the path in 3-4 days, 
and accommodations are available along the way.  See 
www.jesustrail.com for more information, or pick up a free 
map at the Fauzi Azar Inn.
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
